He is the originator of the concept of 
‘just sustainabilities,‘ the full integration of social justice and sustainability, defined as: the 
need to ensure a better quality of life for all, now and into the future, in a just and equitable man-
ner, whilst living within the limits of supporting ecosystems. As an ecologist/biogeographer 
turned environmental social scientist, he has both a science and social science background.
